WHICH WILL BE GIVEN UP FOR YOU. 

He shows the consecrated host to the people, places it again on the paten, and genuflects in adoration. After this, he continues: 

In a similar way, when supper was ended, 

He takes the chalice and, holding it slightly raised above the altar, continues: 

he took the chalice, gave you thanks 

and gave the chalice to his disciples, saying:

He bows slightly. 
Take this, all of you, and drink from it: 
this is the chalice of my blood, 
the blood of the new and eternal covenant which will be poured out for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. 
do this in memory of me.
