The Celebrant, standing at the altar, takes the paten with the bread and, holding it slightly raised above the altar, says quietly:

Blessed are you, Lord God of all creation, 

for through your goodness we have received 

the bread we offer you: 

fruit of the earth and work of human hands, 

it will become for us the bread of life. 

Then he places the paten with the bread on the corporal.

Then the Deacon pours wine and a little water into the chalice, saying quietly:

By the mystery of this water and wine 

may we come to share in the divinity of Christ, 

who humbled himself to share in our humanity.

Then the Celebrant takes the chalice and, holding it slightly raised above the altar, says quietly:

Blessed are you, Lord God of all creation, 

for through your goodness we have received 

the wine we offer you: 

fruit of the vine and work of human hands, 

it will become our spiritual drink.

Then he places the chalice on the corporal. He bows and says quietly:


With humble spirit and contrite heart 


may we be accepted by you, O Lord, 


and may our sacrifice in your sight this day 


be pleasing to you, Lord God.


Next the Celebrant stands at the side of the altar and washes his hands, saying quietly:


Wash me, O Lord, from my iniquity 

and cleanse me from my sin.
Standing at the centre of the altar, facing the people, he extends and then joins his hands saying:

Pray, brothers and sisters, 
that my sacrifice and yours may be acceptable to God, the almighty Father.

The people respond:

May the Lord accept the sacrifice at your hands

for the praise and glory of his name,

for our good and the good of all 
his holy Church.

In the formulas that follow, the words of the Lord should be pronounced clearly and distinctly, as the nature of these words requires. 

On the day before he was to suffer, 

on the night of the Last Supper, 

He takes the bread and, holding it slightly raised above the altar, continues: 

he took bread and said the blessing, 

broke the bread and gave it to his disciples, saying: 

He bows slightly. 

Take this, all of you, and eat of it,

for this is my Body,

which will be given up for you.
He shows the consecrated host to the people, places it again on the paten, and genuflects in adoration. After this, he continues: 

In a similar way, when supper was ended, 

He takes the chalice and, holding it slightly raised above the altar, continues: 

he took the chalice, gave you thanks 

and gave the chalice to his disciples, saying:

He bows slightly. 
Take this, all of you, and drink from it,
for this is the chalice of my Blood,

the  Blood of the new and eternal covenant

which will be poured out for you 

and for many for the forgiveness of sins.

Do this in memory of me.

He shows the chalice to the people, places it on the corporal, and genuflects in adoration. Then he says: 

The mystery of faith. 





And the people continue, acclaiming: 

Save us Saviour of the world, for by your Cross 
and Resurrection, you have set us free. 

Then the Priest, with hands extended, says: 

Therefore, holy Father, 
as we celebrate the memorial of Christ your Son, 
our Saviour, whom you led through 
his Passion and Death on the Cross 

to the glory of the Resurrection, 
and whom you have seated at your right hand, 
we proclaim the work of your love 
until he comes again 

and we offer you the Bread of life 

and the Chalice of blessing.

Look with favour on the oblation of your Church, 

in which we show forth 
the paschal Sacrifice of Christ 
that has been handed on to us, and grant that, 

by the power of the Spirit of your love, 

we may be counted now 
and until the day of eternity 

among the members of your Son, 

in whose Body and Blood we have communion. 


C1. By our partaking of this mystery, almighty Father, 

give us life through your Spirit, grant that 
we may be conformed to the image of your Son, and confirm us in the bond of communion, together with Francis our Pope and Diarmuid 
our Bishop, with all other Bishops, with Priests and Deacons, and with your entire people.
